* Evidence- and informed-based decision-making is still a challenge
* Complex phenomenons in the society
* The rapid growth in the availability and quantity of information
* Era of mis- and disinformation

» Increasing the amount of information in decision-making is no longer the solution
to solve various societal phenomena.

» A new kind of thinking and practices are needed to ensure that the information
used in decision-making continues to be reliable and understandable.

» In Finland, in the Government resolution “Promotion of wellbeing, health and safety
- 2030” one priority is to improve the effectiveness of decision-making.
